The seven Malaysian Farriers sent to Australia to do the Certificate IV in
Farriery, concluded their three-week training on 25" February, at South-

(Dewan Bandaraya KL) and Friday a/l Nyuawe (Army Cavalry Unit).
Kamal Bahrin bin Mohamad emerged as the best all-round student in the
course. This young lad of 30 years will be going places as his skills has
been acknowledged by many farriers that saw him work.
